·        Comprehensive array of services
·        Individualized services and plan
·        Least restrictive, most normative environment
·        Family members as full participants in planning and delivery of services
·        Integrated coordination mechanisms, especially across child/family systems
·        Coordination through case management
·        Early identification and intervention
·        Smooth transitions between environments and, when necessary, with adult system
·        Protect children’s rights and promote advocacy
·        Sensitive and responsive to cultural and special needs
